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Giorgio Blasco flutist - graduated from the Conservatory of Music in Trieste (Italy). He also studied composition and classical literature. 
He has been successful flute soloist, also with orchestras and chamber ensembles, throughout Europe, in Asia (Japan, China, Mongolia, Korea,.), in America (U.S.A.  and Canada) and recorded any CD. 
He is the tenured professor of flute, Conductor of the “Tartini Flute Choir” 
and responsible for the Wind Instruments Department at the Conservatory of Trieste, where he served as headmaster from 1986 to 1997. He is also well-known as a musicologist and writer.

He is founder and director of "Trieste Flute" Ensemble and "Trieste Musica" Ensemble. He is invited as judge for national and international music competitions. He is renowned expert in Asian music and is the leading italian authority on Mongolian music, culture and traditions. His successful book, "La Musica di Gengis Khan (The Music of Gengis Khan)", was published in 2001. 
In 2003 he published for the stage "L'imputato De Molay (The accused De Molay)", About Templar Knights. In 2005 he published "L'altra Korea (Another Korea)", about North Korea.

Blasco received the "Seal of the City" from the City Council of Trieste 
in recognition of his intense international activity.
